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Overview of Kityakyushu Forum on Asian Women (KFAW)
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1. Establishment Prospectus

In the international community today, efforts are under
way on a global scale to realize world peace and enhance

the well-being of humankind.

During the United Nations Decade for Women,
following International Women’s Year in 1975, global-
scale activities to advance the status of women were
vigorously carried out with the goals of creating “equality,
development and peace,” based on the idea that a nation’s
overall development and the welfare and peace of the
world require social participation by both men and women
in all areas. Today, however, many problems remain to
be solved when it comes to advancing the actual status of
women. Therefore, the spirit of the United Nations Decade
for Women has been carried forward to the present, and
all over the world efforts are under way in line with the
Nairobi Forward-looking Strategies for the Advancement of
Women, adopted with the target year of 2000 at the Nairobi

Conference in 1985.

When talking about women'’s issues we refer to various
forms of disadvantage and inequality that befall women
simply because of their gender. Women'’s issues therefore
concern basic human rights and human dignity. In this
sense, women'’s issues affect not only women, but society
as a whole. Women’s issues are universal. From such
a standpoint, there is need to reform a society in which
women’s views have rarely been reflected and to strongly
foster joint participation by both sexes. In developing
countries, the promotion of national development and
women’s participation in such development have become

issues of great importance.

With the recognition of the significance of women’s
issues, and based on various activities carried out since
International Women’s Year, the Kitakyushu Forum on
Asian Women (KFAW) began its activities with The
Hometown Revitalization Plan of the City of Kitakyushu.
Since then, KFAW has been conducting research, collecting

and disseminating information on women’s issues in Japan
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and the rest of Asia, providing training for human resource
development in developing countries, and organizing
international exchange programs to promote mutual
understanding. KFAW, thus, has assumed a central role in
advancing the status of women and promoting solidarity

and development in the Asian region.

As interdependency in the international community
grows stronger, and Japan’s role therein becomes
increasingly important, we must deepen our awareness of
the mission and significance of KFAW and its activities.
Accordingly, KFAW became a foundation in order
to: secure a stable financial base; further improve its
activities and clarify the meaning of women’s issues in
Japanese society; and contribute to the advancement of
Asian women’s status as well as achieve the goals of the
International Women’s Year: “Equality, Development and
Peace.” (Drafted in 1993)

2. Purpose

KFAW aims to promote a gender-equal society, improve
women’s status and develop women’s solidarity through
research projects for the women’s issues in Japan and other
Asian countries and international exchange programs, and
contribute to achieve the goals of the International Women’s

Year: “Equality, Development and Peace.”

(1) Conducts surveys and research projects on various
aspects of gender and gender equality

(2) Organizes international exchange programs and
seminars on various aspects of gender and gender
equality

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4. Process of Establishment and Recent
History

August, 1989
The Asian Women’s Forum (provisional name), as a

“System for research on and training of Asian women,”
was chosen from 101 entries as the City of Kitakyushu’s

Hometown Revitalization Project.

March, 1990

The Committee for Formulating a Basic Plan for the

Asian Women’s Forum submitted the Basic Plan for the
Kitakyushu Forum on Asian Women to the Mayor of the
City of Kitakyushu.

July, 1990
Based on the above proposition, the master plan for the

Kitakyushu Forum on Asian Women was decided.

October, 1990
KFAW was officially established (First President, Ms.
Hisako Takahashi).

October, 1993
KFAW became a Foundation (President, Ms. Hisako
Takahashi).

September, 2000
Organized the Women’s Conference on Evironment in

Asia and the Pacific as a concurrent event with the ESCAP

Ministers’ Conference on Environment and Development.

November, 2000

Received the award of the Minister of Home Affairs for

Hometown Development.

February, 2002
Organized roundtable discussions in Kitakyushu and

Tokyo as well as produced “A Propasal for Building Gender
Justice and Sustainble Society” as part of Japan’s input into
the preparatory process of the World Summit on Sustainable
Development (WSSD).

July, 2002
Received the Special Consultative Status of NGO at the

Economic and Social Council for the United Nations.
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July, 2002
Received JICA Recognition Award for 2002 from the

Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA).

August-September, 2002

Participated in the WSSD held in Johannesburg, South
Africa and organized workshops at the Global NGO
Forum in NAZREC individually and with the members of

the North-East Asian Women’s Environmental Network.
KFAW’s senior researcher was appointed as an advisor to

the Japanese government delegation.

October, 2002

Held the 2™ North-East Asian Women’s Conference on

Environment in Kitakyushu and Tokyo by inviting experts

from Japan, China, Korea, and Mongolia.

December, 2005
Published A Centennial History of Women in Kitakyushu

(Japanese).

September, 2006
Kitakyushu ESD (Education for Sustainable

Development) Council (44 groups) was established.

October, 2006

Recognized as the Promotion of the UN Decade of

Education for Sustainable Development Project sponsored
by Ministry of the Environment (MOE).

October, 2006
Published The 100 Years History of Women of Kitakyushu

from Newspapers’ Perspectives (Japanese).

November, 2006

In commemoration of the original publication of 4

Centennial History of Women in Kitakyushu (Japanese),
we produced women’s history drama called Autumn Tri-

colored Pansy.

December, 2006
Recognized as the fourth RCE (Regional Centre of

Expertise) by the United Nations University. Our mission
is to promote education for sustainable development in

Kitakyushu City.

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Main Projects in FY 2006
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Overview

The Kitakyushu Forum on Asian Women (KFAW),
which was established in 1990 and approved as an
incorporated foundation from the Ministry of Labor
(present Ministry of Health, Labor and Welfare) in 1993,
has been promoting various activities from the perspective
of development and gender.

Beginning year 2006, KFAW was officially designated
manager of Move (Kitakyushu Municipal Gender Equality
Center).

Based on past achievements, we aimed for efficient
and effective management in each project area [Survey
and Research, Exchange and Training and Information
and Exchange] to properly respond to a variety of
citizens’ needs and timely themes. At present, KFAW
boasts a network covering 89 countries, 2 regions and
3 organizations. While recognizing this far-reaching
network to be one of KFAW'’s valuable assets, we have
promoted activities that raise the social status of woman
and contribute to the solidarity and development of woman

at home and abroad.

(Projects and Activities under General Accounting)
OSurvey and Research Projects
The research projects conducted by Survey and
Research Line included two joint research projects,
one research project by the senior researcher and three
research projects by three groups of visiting researchers.
Two annual journals were published. Furthermore, this
line has implemented the Kitakyushu ESD (Education
for Sustainable Development) project from its beginning.
(OExchange and Training Projects
The project carried out by the International Exchange
Section was the 17" Kitakyushu Conference on
Asian Women whose theme was “Creating a Just and
Plentiful Future-What is the Education for Sustainable
Development?” It was held in conjunction with the 4"
Kitakyushu Environmental Award Ceremony to discuss
the efficient practices of Education for Sustainable

Development.
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Olnformation Exchange Projects

KFAW published its information magazine, 4sian
Breeze and continued the foreign correspondents project
for collecting and sending information on Asian Pacific
countries. In this year, in order to collect materials for an
international understanding video production for children,
we sent our staff to Vietnam. We also held the KFAW
College Seminar, to provide up-to-date information
on a wide variety of current affairs and international
cooperation initiatives. Moreover, the KFAW College
Seminar deepens competent persons international vision

and of international cooperation.

(Projects and Activities under Special Accounting}

As projects entrusted by the Japan International
Cooperation Agency (JICA), KFAW gave the 5" Seminar
on Gender Mainstreaming Policies for Government Officers
and the 2" Seminar on Gender Perspective in Environment
and Development.

We also commissioned a theatrical company “seishun-
za” to produce a drama entitled Autumn Tri-colored Pansy.
It was staged in commemoration of 4 Centennial History
of Women in Kitakyushu (Japanese) published in December
2005 as Kitakyushu City Women'’s History, citizen’s
enlightenment project. Almost 1,600 people enjoyed the
drama in two days. In addition, The 100 Years History
of Women of Kitakyushu from Newspapers' Perspectives
was also published. This information packet collected
newspaper clippings over the decades on women and
designated topics.

The Kitakyushu Municipal Gender Equality Center
MOVE, where KFAW has been operating on behalf of the
Kitakyushu city government, aggressively fielded ongoing
projects and new projects including expansion of visitors’
age group reinforcement of civic activity support and
cooperation promotion of women’s challenge support and
promotion of effective management, while upgrading its

facility services.
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1) Joint Research Project (1)

Theme: Comparative Research on Migrant Care Workers
for the Elderly in East Asia and Europe — Legal Systems,
Citizenship and the Conditions of Work and Life from a

Gender Perspective

In the second year of this two-year research project,
joint research was conducted with researchers in Denmark,
Germany, Singapore and Taiwan and a mid-term report was
produced regarding the surveys on overseas care workers in
Fukuoka and Tokyo.

(1) Dr. Tine Rostgaard (Researcher, The Danish National
Institute of Social Research) and Dr. Brenda S. A.
Yeoh (Professor, National University of Singapore)
gave presentations on care workers for the elderly
in their respective countries at the 17" Kitakyushu
Conference on Asian Women. A publication of the
research was discussed.

(2) Dr. Pei-Chia Lan, (Assistant Professor, National

Taiwan University) and Dr. Sigrid Metz-Goeckel,

(Professor, University of Dortmund, Germany) wrote

research reports on the theme.

(3) The surveys on overseas care workers in Fukuoka

and Tokyo were conducted with the support of

Fukuoka Prefectural Council of Social Welfare and

Tokyo Medical Association Elderly Welfare Facilities

Council.

(4) The research results will be published as a book by

Akashi Shoten. Publication of English version as a

specialized journal is under consideration.

2) Joint Research Project (2)
Theme: A Study on Gender and Transportation
Public transportation is one of countermeasures

against global warming. This research project focuses on

transportation from gender perspectives.
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In the fiscal year 2006, a literature review on previous
studies was conducted. The researcher participated in
meetings related to environment and development in Japan.

The study in 2006 found that previous research on
gender and transportation was mainly from developmental
but not environmental viewpoints. One such example of
research projects from a gender perspective is on highway
construction. Most studies on gender and transportation
were conducted by international aid organizations in
developing countries.

Compared to the studies in developing countries,
research on gender and transportation in industrialized
countries has been less active and sporadic. A gender audit
on public transportation was developed in Britain, but it was
at an experimental level. Although a website was developed
by lobbying groups for gender and global warming at the
UN Commission of Sustainable Development and the UN
Framework Convention on Climate Change, actual research
activity on this topic still needs to be carried out.

In Japan, the interest on gender and transportation is
limited to the field of international aid. We need to promote
further study and analysis on this topic domestically and

internationally.

3) Senior Researcher’s Activities

(1) Theme: Mainstreaming Gender Perspectives in
Education for Sustainable Development (ESD)

The government of Japan, in collaboration with
Japanese NGOs, proposed the Decade of Education for
Sustainable Development (ESD) 2005-2014 at the World
Summit on Sustainable Development (Johannesburg
Summit) in 2002. The proposal was adopted by the UN
General Assembly in the same year.

ESD concerns education to realize sustainable
development. ESD includes not only environmental
education but also education in economic and social
fields through participatory methods of learning.
Gender education is certainly one of the important
elements of ESD. Although its importance is recognized
internationally, for example by the UN agencies
organs, and nationally, it has not clearly shown how
to promote gender education within the framework
of ESD. Therefore, research and field visits were

conducted to understand the concept and contents of
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ESD. Furthermore, an ESD project was implemented to
promote it in Kitakyushu.

Research activities include literature surveys on ESD
and participation in conferences, workshops, etc. at the
international and national levels. A visit was made to
Thailand, Nepal and Bangladesh between October 25
and November 8, 2006. In Thailand, information and
opinions were exchanged with UNESCO (a leading
agency of UN for ESD) and other UN agencies. In
Nepal and Bangladesh, field visits were conducted to
observe environmental education at literacy centers for
women. The results of these activities were reported in
Ajia Josei Kenkyu, Vol. 16 and presented at the Round-
table Conference co-organized by the Academic Society
for Asian Symbiosis at the 17" Kitakyushu Conference
on Asian Women.

Practical activities include: the establishment of
the Kitakyushu ESD Council; organizing meetings
and workshops; the application for Regional Centre of
Expertise and its accreditation by the UN University;
the submission of a project proposal and its approval
by the Ministry of the Environment; formulation of an
action plan; participation in international and domestic
meetings; and work with the Japan Council on the UN
Decade of Education for Sustainable Development
(ESD-J).

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Financial Report

1. Assets

KFAW operates on permanent assets endowed by
individuals, organizations or corporations. As of the end of
FY 2006, the permanent assets amounted to ¥ 339,994,057.
KFAW, the management board of KFAW, and its fund rising
committee would like to declare our continuing efforts to

increase the amount of permanent assets in the future.

2. Finance

In the fiscal year 2006, all KFAW operation were
financed from the general account and seven special ac-
counts. The gross income in the general account was
¥105,889K, whose main components were ¥ 84,407K of
a grant-in-aid from Kitakyushu City; ¥4,018K of income
from permanent assets operating profits; and ¥ 3,214K of
income from operation of projects.

For the special accounts, the income in the International
Training Special Account was ¥ 10,423K; the income for
the Civic Enlightenment Projects Special Account was
¥6,300K; the income for the Compiling The 100 Years His-
tory of Women of Kitakyushu from Newspapers' Perspec-
tives (Japanese) Project Special Account was ¥ 9,402K;; the
income in Managing and Operating Kitakyushu Municipal
Gender Equality Center Special Account was ¥221,367K;
the income in Kitakyushu Municipal Gender Equality Cen-
ter’s Own Projects Special Account was ¥ 16,352K; the
income in Kitakyushu City Domestic Violence Consultation
Support Center Project Special Account was ¥4,300K; and
Maintenance of the Kitakyushu Otemachi Building special
account was ¥ 34,165K.

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1. History of Kitakyushu Forum on Asian Women
(KFAW)

August 23, 1989

The Asian Women’s Forum (provisional name), as a
“System for research on and training of Asian women,”
was chosen from 101 entries as the City of Kitakyushu's

Hometown Revitalization Project.

November 1, 1989
The Master Plan Committee for the Kitakyushu Forum

on Asian Women was organized as a personnel advisory
organ to the Mayor to gather comprehensive suggestions
for the policies and activities of the Forum and to work out
its master plan.

The committee was headed by Hisako Takahashi,
currently advisor to the Laborers’ Welfare Promotion

Foundation and President of the Forum.

December 26, 1989

The Master Plan Committee proposed a revision of

the provisional name to the “Kitakyushu Forum on Asian

Women,” which was approved.
